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Naresuan University Announcement
Re: Thesis Management Regulations of 2017
(Amendments) Version 4
--------------------------------

Pursuant to Naresuan University announcement on Thesis Management Guidelines of 2017, dated 28 March 2017, and its subsequent amendments, in order to ensure that the thesis preparation of graduate students at Naresuan University proceeds smoothly, maintains quality, and follows established standards in accordance with the Ministry of Education’s announcement on the Graduate Studies Framework B.E. 2558 and by the authority granted in Sections 20, 21, and 37 of Naresuan University Act B.E. 2533 and Article 27 of Naresuan University Regulations on Graduate Studies B.E. 2559, in conjunction with Academic Council Resolution in Meeting No. 5/2567 held on 7 May 2024, the Thesis Writing Guidelines (Revised) 4th Revision are hereby established as follows:

 
Article 1: This announcement is titled “Naresuan University Announcement
Subject: Thesis Writing Guidelines 2017 (Revised), 4th Revision.
 
Article 2: This announcement shall apply to graduate students under the new or revised curricula that have completed the revision cycle and in accordance with the Graduate Studies Framework B.E. 2558.
 
Article 3: The provisions in Article 8(3) of the Naresuan University Announcement Re: Thesis Management Regulations of 2017, are hereby repealed and replaced with the following: 

 
“Article 8: Thesis Proposal Examination Process 

 

(3) The thesis proposal examination committee must submit the examination result along with the complete thesis proposal submitted through the iThesis System or one copy of the proposal (in case the thesis is not done in the iThesis system) through the faculty responsible for the Program to Naresuan University Graduate School (NUGrad) for approval, granting permission for the graduate students to proceed with the research.
 
 
If the research involves human subjects, animal research, or biosafety, the student must obtain approval from the relevant committees and may only begin conducting research in those specific areas when approval is granted.”
 
Article 4: The provisions in Articles 10(1) and 10(2) of the Naresuan University Announcement Re: Thesis Management Guidelines of 2017, issued on 28 March 2017, are hereby repealed and replaced with the following text:

 
“Article 10: Request for Thesis Examination


  
(1) The student must submit a thesis examination committee appointment request form duly approved by the thesis advisor, along with the plagiarism check form, a plagiarism check report, and a copy of the certification from the Naresuan University Human Research Ethics Committee, or the certificate of animal research in accordance with the ethical guidelines for the use of animals, or the biosafety certificate.

 

If the research title on the certification does not match the thesis title, the thesis advisor must provide additional certification for confirmation.
 

(2) The department/field of study/program chair must propose the names of the thesis examination committee members, approved by the dean of the faculty/college responsible for the program, to the Graduate School for the appointment of the thesis examination committee at least 15 days before the examination date. The thesis examination request must be submitted at least 90 days after the date of approval for the graduate student to conduct research according to the thesis proposal.
 

Exception: In the case of students who are in their final semester of study, they may submit the names of the thesis examination committee, approved by the dean of the faculty/college responsible for the program, at least 15 days before the examination date."

Article 5: The provisions in Article 16 of the Naresuan University Announcement Re: Thesis Management Guidelines of 2017, dated 28 March 2017, are hereby repealed and replaced with the following text” 

 

 “Article 16: The President shall be responsible for the implementation of this announcement. In the event of any issues arising from the implementation of this announcement, the President shall have the authority to make a final decision."
 
Article 6: The provisions in Article 4 of the Naresuan University Announcement Re: Thesis Management Guidelines of 2017 (Amendments) Version 2, dated 13 February 2019, are hereby repealed and replaced with the following text:

 

“Article 4: The President shall be responsible for the implementation of this announcement. In the event of any issues arising from the implementation of this announcement, the President shall have the authority to make a final decision.”
 
Article 7: The provisions in Article 5 of the Naresuan University Announcement Re: Thesis Management Guidelines of 2017 (Amendments) Version 3, dated 28 August 2019, are hereby repealed and replaced with the following text:
 

“Article 5: The President shall be responsible for the implementation of this announcement. In the event of any issues arising from the implementation of this announcement, the President shall have the authority to make a final decision."
